MONOGRAM’ P.51D MUS TANG

North American Aviation created the P-51 Mustang in
response to a British requirement during 1940. Qriginally pow-
ered by an Allison V-1710 engine, P-51B and P-51C versions
were the first to be equipped with a Rolls Royce Merlin
powerplant which greatly increased performance at high altitudes.
Additianal improvements appeared on the P-51D, which this kit
represents. A bubble canopy was fitted on a cut down fuselage
spine, and this provided excellent visibility for the pilot. Fire-
power was increased from four .50-caliber machine guns in the
P-51B/C to six in the P-51D, The P-51D was the final Mustang
variant to see combat during World War Il, and it was considered
to be one of the most successful fighters of that war.

Two sets of markings are provided with this kit of the P-
51D. One is Big Beautiful Doll, which was flown by Lt. Col. John
D. Landers while he was assigned to the 84th Fighter Squadren
of the 78th Fighter Group. Landers was the 78th Fighter Group's
commanding officer, and he is credited with 14.5 victories. The
second aircraft, Miss Marilyn I/, was assigned to the 343rd
Fighter Squadron of the 55th Fighter Group. It was flown by 1st
Lt. Robert Welch who scored six confirmed kills.
